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What is American foreign policy? How has it evolved over time?

This course analyzes US foreign policy from independence to Pearl Harbor. What is striking
about these first 170 years of US diplomacy is how relevant many of its debates and crises are to
US policy today. Central to the Founding Fathers was the question of the uniqueness, or
exceptionalism, of US diplomacy. The tension between Jeffersonian idealism and Hamiltonian
realism remains the fundamental divide in US foreign policy debates. The intersection between
the idea of Manifest Destiny and the institution of slavery opens a window on the powerful
influence of racism on the formulation of US policy. The study of US relations with Native
Americans and Latin Americans reveals patterns that persist in US relations with weaker states.
In the late nineteenth century, the US clash with European imperialism and the opening toward
China and Japan lay the foundations for the US global role in the 20™ and 21* centuries.
Wilsonian idealism continues to inform the present debate, and myths about American
“isolationism” between the wars still distort our understanding of the past.

The grade for this course will be based on an optional midterm and a required final exam. The
two hour optional midterm will be given on October 21 from 12:00 to 1:30 pm and will consist
of two essay questions based on the readings and the class discussion. You must answer one of
these questions. You may opt to take an oral midterm instead. For those who take it, the midterm
will count 1/3 of the grade. The three hour final exam will consist of three essay questions based
on the readings and the class discussion. You must answer two of these questions. You may opt
to take an oral exam based on the readings and class discussions.

Constructive participation in class discussion will be taken into account for the final grade.

(Students who prefer to remain silent will not be penalized, but they forego this opportunity to
enhance their final grade.)
